	Environmental Engineer Entry Level – 2 positions 
($35,818 to $45,053 annual salary)


	Description
	Kalamazoo, MI – (Geological & Land Management Division) This position evaluates projects altering the floodplain and determines the impact to the natural resources and the stage and discharge characteristics of the affected watercourse, under Part 31, Water Resources Protection, of the Natural Recourses and Environmental Protection Act, 1994 PA 451, as amended.  Duties include performing or reviewing engineering computations to establish flood elevations; answering inquiries from the general public and local officials regarding flood hazards including violations, the permit review process and the National Flood Insurance Program (NFIP); and auditing local communities for compliance with the NFIP.  This position also performs reviews and administers Part 301, Inland Lakes and Streams, part 325, Great Lakes Submerged Lands, and Part 303, Wetlands Protection, of the NREPA.
Lansing, MI – (Water Division) This position applies engineering principles and calculation techniques to compute the degree of wastewater treatment needed to protect the quality of the receiving water; and participates in the water quality-bases effluent limit process by recommending NPDES permit limitations that could significantly affect the size and cost of multimillion dollar treatment plants.  This position also conducts modeling necessary to develop Total Daily Maximum Loadings (TMDL) for a variety of pollutants, and participates in intensive water quality studies involving field work, engineering calculations, and preparation of engineering reports.
Lansing, MI – (Waste & Hazardous Materials Division) This position performs engineering reviews of hazardous waste treatment, storage, or disposal facility (TSDF) construction permit and operating license applications, for Part 111, Hazardous Waste Management, of the Natural Resources and Environmental Protection Act, 1994 PA 451, as amended (Part 111).  Duties include performing engineering reviews of closure plans and corrective action plans, and to coordinate the reviews from Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) staff and other agencies for these projects; drafting appropriate permits, licenses or denials for the above referenced facilities; and serving as a primary contact person in the DEQ for permit / license applicants and the public for assigned projects.  An essential duty of this position is to ensure that the Unit provides good customer service.
