Applied Engineering Failure Analysis
For a mechanical engineer, one available career path is in the field of consulting. A consulting engineering company provides technical services, support and expertise to its clients. These services may include research and planning, design, manufacturing, testing, assembly, maintenance, safety, ergonomics, human factors, hazard identification, accident reconstruction, risk and reliability analysis, failure analysis and project or program management. 
A wide sector of society has a need for consulting engineers, e.g., inventors, designers, manufacturers, risk managers, municipalities, insurance companies, attorneys, small companies, and large companies. 
A consulting engineer may provide consultation in one specific area or plethora of applications. The ability and technical competence of an engineering consultant is a function of their education, experience, and training. 
Identification of the problem is the initial challenge for a consulting engineer. There are a variety of engineering tools that are available to engineering consultants to perform problem identification. Tools and methodology that are widely used in failure analysis will be presented during this talk.
